The ordinary General Assembly unanimously absolved the Chairman and members of the Board from liability for
their work during the fiscal year ending 31/12/2025.

Then Mr. Mohamed Taha Mohamed Mostafa - Chairman of the Assembly moved to the next topic on the agenda.

Sixth: Approval of allowances and other benefits of the Board of Directors:

The topic was presented by Mr. Mohamed Taha Mohamed Mostafa — Chairman of the Assembly, and proposed
an increase of 25% for both Transportation and Attendance allowances of Board members , with fractions rounded
up to the nearest thousand, effective1/1/2026

Allowances cover board meetings, sub-committees meetings, and all other meetings scheduled according to the
rules and governance instructions issued by the Central Bank of Egypt in September 2024,

Approval to authorize the Board of Directors to establish the principles, ratios, and shares of profit distributions
allocated to the members of the Board of Directors, as well as to both the Chairman/CEQ and the Deputy CEQ,
as a reward for the Board members for the year 2025, with this authorization ending once its purpose has been
fulfiled.
